1. Net Procedures — An all digital MARS net will follow the exact same procedural
steps as a voice net. Special Z and Q signals are used to convey the same
information as used on a voice net. See the BTC — Appendix L. A more
complete list can be found in the ACP131(F) in the Advanced Training Topics on
the Texas Army MARS website (document vault).
